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Installing The Gate

Balustrade gates are manufactured and sold as complete 
sections, no self-assembly is required and they are easy to 
fit between posts. To add a gate within a balustrade system 
simply connect consecutive handrail sections to achieve your 
desired length of balustrade, then add a gate in between. 
When installing the gate, it is important to make sure the 
height of the gate and the height of the handrail are level with 
each other.

Installing The Latch

To install the gate latch, begin by fixing the keeper to the 
post. Next, attach the latch body to the gate, ensuring both 
components are aligned and level. Once secured, fit the dress 
caps over the fixings for a clean, seamless appearance. The 
latch release then connects magnetically to the keeper and 
can be pulled to open the gate.

Please Note: Hinges and latches are sold separately.

Installing The Hinges

Begin by securing the hinge to the gate itself. Once 
attached, fix the hinge to the corresponding post ensuring 
the gate is level with the handrail. After both sides are 
securely in place, clip on the provided trim covers to conceal 
the screws and achieve a clean, finished look. Finally, 
adjust the gate’s closing tension using the built-in screw 
mechanism located at the top of the hinge. Hinges should 
be a minimum of 900mm apart.
