TOLERANCE

Purlin Cleats are fastened to the Roofing structure 
and act as an attachment for the Purlins to be  

fixed to.

When installing Cleats, make sure that they are 
positioned ± 5mm of the intended spot and are 
aligned within 1° of the correct angle.

Keep in mind that if the Cleats are positioned within 
a ± 5mm tolerance relative to the setting out point, 
this can lead to a total spacing of up to 10mm 
between Purlins or Rails.

Determine Purlin Spacing: Begin by measuring and marking 
the required spacing between each Purlin along the rafters. 
The spacing will depend on the structural requirements  
of your roof and the load it needs to support.

Mark Fixing Points: Use a chalk line or measuring tape  
to ensure even spacing and alignment of the Cleats.

Secure Cleats to Rafters: Fix each Cleat firmly  
to the rafters using appropriate fasteners, such  
as bolts or screws, ensuring a strong and stable connection. 
The Cleats should be aligned consistently along the entire 
length of the rafters to support the Purlins effectively.

Positioning the Purlins: Once the Cleats are securely 
fixed, position the Z Purlins onto the Cleats along the 
length of the roof’s framework.

Securing the Purlins: Bolt each Z Purlin  
securely onto the Cleats, ensuring a tight fit.  
Double-check that the Purlins are level and  
correctly aligned before tightening the bolts.

Butting Purlins Together: Where two Purlins meet, 
they should be butted together and bolted to the 
same Cleat. This ensures continuity in the structure 
and maintains overall stability.

Final Checks: Inspect all fixings, ensuring bolts are 
properly tightened and that the structure is secure 
before proceeding with further Roofing installation.
